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— Abstract

Background : The purpose of this research was to evaluate the relationship between academic achievement and the
degree of interest and usefulness of various teaching patterns in the medical English class.

Methods : Four kinds of teaching patterns were performed (Medical terminology, Medical office English, Drama
English, and International Symposium). After a final examination in a medical English class, the author surveyed the
degree of interest and usefulness of 4 teaching patterns and analyzed the relationship between the degree of interest
and usefulness and academic achievement. Students had been recommended to joint the survey voluntarily.

Results :

A total of 59 students completed the survey (collection rate=81.9%). In the question of degree of interest

and usefulness among the 4 kinds of medical English class, the Drama English (50.8%) and Medical terminology
(61.0%) were top ranked respectively. There were no statistically significant differences in those of interest and
usefulness among upper 30%, middle 40%, and lower 30% groups in a final examination score and in the final

exmination scores among the 4 teaching pattern groups.

Conclusion : It is believed that the class should be interesting to motivate students ; however, it does not always seem
to be true for academic achievement. The teaching pattern that is both interesting and practicable is needed to improve

academic achievement.
