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Obstructive Jaundice by Ectopic Pancreas in Common Bile Duct

— Abstract

Ectopic pancreas is an uncommon developmental anomaly, Futhermore obstructive jaundice by ectopic pancreas in
common bile duct is very rare. We reported a case of ectopic pancreas in common bile duct mimicking distal
cholangiocarcinoma. MRCP and percutaneous cholangiogram demonstrated a distal common bile duct obstruction
suspicious of cholangiocarcinoma. A 79—year old male patient presented abdominal pain and obstructive jaundice. He
underwent a pylorus—preserving pancreaticoduodectomy. Histology showed a nodule of ectopic pancreatic tissue in distal
common bile duct. We report this very rare case of ectopic pancreas in common bile duct mimicking distal
cholangiocarcinoma.
